I just realized that I probably should have included one additional “preloaded” mileage change to Goshen’s
2024 Mileage Certificate.

The two changes that were preload on the certificate when I sent it to you on January 4" are:
+0.35 mi CL4 TH-15 (S Hill Rd) historic realignment formally accepted in 2022

0.30 mi CL4 TH-15 reclassified as Legal Trail LT-1

The change I would like to add to the Certificate is:

+0.13 mi CL4 TH-15 (S Hill Rd) remeasured

The reason for this additional change is because, according to the length of the line in our mapping software, the
best approximation of the new total length of CL4 TH-15 is 1.65 mi, instead of the 1.52 mi obtained after
processing the first two changes shown above. This difference can be corrected by corresponds to adding 0.13
mi to the measure of CL4 TH-15.

Please keep in mind that these new measures are approximate, and slight measure differences are possible
depending on how CL4 TH-15 and the town line with Chittenden are mapped. If we are able to map CL4 TH-
15 more accurately in the future, we can remeasure it again.

Hi Marci,

State employees have Town Meeting day off, which is why you couldn’t reach me yesterday. Today | unsuccessfully tried
reaching you using the various phone numbers | have... so | figured I'd email.

My previous email (below) talks about the 3 maps you found attached to that email. | think that either of the two PDFs
(the third is a .png image) would be helpful, though the newer (2023) one showing addresses and driveways is probably
best. lincluded the original pdf that | sent you in 2021 as well, just so that you could see that the only difference
between it and the newer one was showing addresses and driveways, since you had been referring to them.

In those two pdfs, there is a roadway visible on the terrain. | didn’t want to mark it with a line, because that would
obscure the terrain, and so | indicated it with an arrow instead, with a label saying “Possible original alignment of TH-
15”. Those pdfs appear to show a roadway that matches what you dad drew, except that in these pdf’s it appears that
the old road bed appears to go to the right (east) side of a hill (or maybe it’s a large pine tree that interfered with the
terrain mapping).

In the screen capture below, I've included the parcel data so that it’s easier to compare to the map your dad marked up
for you (because it also shows the parcel data). I've drawn a short dashed red line that follows approximately what your
dad drew, and I've drawn a dashed blue line that shows where | thought the road goes (based on the terrain that is
more easily visible in the pdf maps because it isn’t obscured with my scribbling). The yellow highlighted line is what
both your dad and | believe is the original alignment of TH-15 (and now Legal Trail).

Good afternoon Marci,

Here is a summary of what | need to map the 2022 mileage changes in Goshen. Most importantly we need the Mileage
Certificate signed by the selectboard, and with the changes listed on the certificate. Below I've written how | think the
changes should be written, and how we can deal with the alignment and mileage uncertainty for now.

We do not have time to go through all the deeds you sent us, so we’d like your help (and help of the road personnel and
the Selectboard, as deemed appropriate) by looking the attached PDF maps (note that the second one shows camp
addresses) to see if the alignment of visible washed out road is ok to use as the alignment of the legal trail until we have
more specific information. The only other documentation | have regarding the trail’s location was provided by Cecile
Todd (see “Photo road alteration.png” attached) and | do not believe it is correct, because the washed out road visible in
the pdf maps more closely matche our oldest archived maps. | will use the alignment of the washed out road unless | get
additional information from the town that suggests that another alignment is more accurate.

If the washed out road is indeed the legal trail, it’s length is approximately 0.30 mi, and should be written on the
Mileage Certificate as:
0.30 mi CL4 TH-15 reclassified as Legal Trail

That would also mean that the length of “new” class 4 highway is the roadway that bypasses the trail, which measures
approximately 0.35 mi, and would be written on the Mileage Certificate as:

+0.35 mi CL4 TH-15 new alignment constructed approximately 25 years ago and formally accepted in
2022 (replacing approximate time with more precise time if possible)
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If the original layout of TH-15 is significantly different than | believe, then the measures for both changes would likely be
different. However, | think we should use these measures unless you have a better suggestion. The map and the
measures can be updated at a later time if new information becomes available.

Last, but not least... can the Selectboard confirm that there is currently no locked gate blocking access to any portion of
TH-15, and let us know if there is an unlocked gate so that we can label the road as a “Pent” road.

If you have any questions about preparing the Mileage Certificate, please don’t hesitate to call me. We need the
Certificate ASAP in order to have time to process the changes before the annual mileage reports are due at the end of
this month.

Hello Jacqui,

Can you help me assure Gohen they have followed all steps necessary to alter a road?

The road in question is Class 4 passing through town owned land. They moved approximately 300" of
the road a few decades ago, but didn't record the change. That lack of action was a concern for a
property owner who had an in-holding. This past summer the Selectboard, on their own initiative,
held a hearing and recorded in the minutes of a meeting that they had officially accepted the
changed layout as part of the town road system. They will officially inform VTrans of the change
when they submit their next certificate of highway mileage.

Are those steps sufficient? In particular, is the record in the minutes of a public meeting sufficient to
establish the town's right of way over the new section? The Town just wants to be sure they're doing
everything correctly.
