§ 305. Measurement and inspection 

(a) After reasonable notice to the selectboard, a representative of the agency may measure and inspect the class 
1, 2, and 3 town highways in each town to verify the accuracy of the records on file with the agency. Upon 
request, the selectboard or their designee shall be permitted to accompany the representative of the agency 
during the measurement and inspection. The agency shall notify the town when any highway, or portion of a 
highway, does not meet the standards.for its assigned class. If the town fails, within one year, to restore the 
highway or portion of the highway to the accepted standard, or to reclassify, or to discontinue, or develop an 
acceptable schedule for restoring to the accepted standards, the agency for purposes of apportionment under 
section 306 of this title shall deduct the affected mileage from that assigned to the town for the particular class 
of the road in question. 

(b) Annually, on or before February 10, the selectboard shall file with the town clerk a sworn statement of the 
description and measurements of all class 1, 2, 3, and 4 town highways and trails then in existence, including 
any special designation such as a throughway or scenic highway. When class 1, 2, 3, or 4 town highways, 
trails, or unidentified corridors are accepted, discontinued, or reclassified, a copy of the proceedings shall be 
filed in the town clerk;s office and a copy shall be forwarded to the agency. 

(c) All class 1, 2, 3, and 4 town highways and trails shall appear on the town highway maps by July 1, 2015. 

( d) At least 45 days prior to first including a town highway or trail that is not clearly observable by physical 
evidence of its use as a highway or trail and that is legally established prior to February 10, 2006 in the sworn 
statement required under subsection (b) of this section, the legislative body of the municipality shall provide 
written notice and an opportunity to be heard at a duly warned meeting of the legislative body to persons 
owning lands through which a highway or trail passes or abuts. 

( e) The agency shall not accept any change in mileage until the records required to be filed in the town clerk's 
office by this section are received by the agency. A request by a municipality to the agency for a change in 
mileage shall include a description of the affected highway or trail, a copy of any surveys of the affected 
highway or trail, minutes of meetings at which the-legislative body took action with respect to the changes, and 
a current town highway map with the requested deletions and additions sketched on it. A survey shall not be 
required for class 4 town highways that are legally est~blished prior to February I 0, 2006. All records filed

with the agency are subject to verification in accordance with subsec.tion (a) of this section. 

(t) The selectboard of any town who are aggrieved by a finding of the agency concerning the measurement, 
description, or classification of a town highway may appeal to the transportation board by filing a notice of 
appeal with the executive secretary of the transportation board. 

(g) The agency shall provide each town with a map of all of the highways in that town together with the 
mileage of each class 1, 2, 3, and 4 highway, as well as each trail, and such other information as the agency 
deems appropriate.

On February 15, 2017 at 4:15 PM "Alley, Kerry" <Kerry.Alley@vermont.gov> wrote: 

Hello Jack, 

I've received and reviewed Glover's 2017 Certificate of Highway Mileage. Thank you and 
everyone involved for seeing this through! 

Could you verify for me that the class 3 po11ion of TH-40 extends to the same location (at house 
#540) as we discussed while conducting the field inventory on 8/20/2015? If that is correct, then 
the class 3 mileage after the partial reclassification should be 0.54 mile, leaving 0.14 mile class 4 
assuming that the length of TH-40 matches the official 0.68 mileage on record (0.63 mile+ 0.05 
mile, split at Trevits Pl on the town highway map). Since we measured TH-40 in 2015, we 
should also indude a remeasurement of this highway on the 201 7 certificate. Where exactly does 
the public right of way end? The measure to the very end of the roadway (lined up with the end 
of the parcel of house #655 on attached map) is 0.66 mile, as measured on 8/20/2015. If this is 
the correct location for the terminus of TH-40, then the partial reclassification should have been 
based on that value instead of the 0.68 mile measure on record. 

Yes, Cl-3 ends at driveway of house #540. We assume CL-4 goes to the end oflot #655, records on this are 
non-existent. Re-measure if you think it is needed. Go ahead and edit the certificate.

If you agree to this, I can add/edit the following lines to/on the mileage certificate that results in 
class 3 mileage of 0.54 mile: 

-0.02 mi CL3 TH-40 (Stone Shore) remeasured (add) 

0.12 mi TH-40 reclassified from CL3 to CL4 (edit)

Also, just a heads up regarding the reclassification of Th-61 ... Although it is only explicitly 
mentioned that discontinuances of highways continuing into neighboring towns require 
notification of the adjacent municipality, I recommend that you notify the Town of Greensboro, 
as an interested party, about the change. We did notify the Town of Greensboro and had no 
response.

Last but not least, I simply wanted to make sure you were aware that the middle portion of TH-
17 is still class 4, and reaffirm that the portion you recently considered making class 3 was 
already class 3 in our records due to a map correction made in 2014. I only mention this because 
at one point I believe the select board considered making TH-17 entirely class 3. Yes, we made 
no change on TH-17.

i. Town Highway 21. also known as Merriam Road: Jack made a motion, seconded by 
Mike, to retain the 0.02 miles of TH 21, Merriam Rd, as a Class 4 town highway. The 
motion carried. 

ii. Town Highway 18. also known as Still Hill Road: Jack made the following motion, 
seconded by Mike: Whereas the 0.35 mile portion of TH 18, Still Hill Rd, beginning 
at the intersection with TH 16, Borland Rd, and running southerly to join the Class 4 
portion of TH 18, does not presently meet Class 3 standards; and whereas the present 
and anticipated uses of this portion of TH 18 do not merit upgrading to Class 3
