REFERENCE PLAQUES WILL NORMALLY BE INSTALLED AT 250-m INTERVALS AND ALTERNATE
FROM ONE SIDE OF THE ROAD TO THE OTHER. A SIGN WILL FACE TRAFFIC AT EACH 500-m INTERVAL.
A REFERENCE PLAQUE WILL ALSO BE INSTALLED AT EACH INTERSECTION AND ON THE
POST WITH THE STOP SIGN, (REFERENCE PLAQUE TO BE PLACED PARALLEL TO MAINLINE VISIBLE
TO TRAFFIC.) ANY REFERENCE PLAQUE LOCATION FALLING WITHIN 80 m OF AN INTERSECTION
WILL BE OMITTED. IF A NORMAL REFERENCE PLAQUE LOCATION FALLS WITHIN 15 m
OF AN EXISTING HIGHWAY SIGN, THE REFERENCE PLAQUE WILL BE INSTALLED ON THE EXISTING POST.
