CONTRACTOR SHALL HAVE PREVIOUSLY INSTALLED AT LEAST THREE (3) SIMILAR SIZE
WETLAND MITIGATION, CREATING AND RESTORATION PROJECTS IN THE PAST FIVE (5) YEARS.

PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION IN ANY WETLAND AREA, ALL CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT SHALL
BE THOROUGHLY WASHED TO MINIMIZE THE POTENTINAL FOR INTRODUCING PROPAGULES OF
UNDESIRABLE NON-NATIVE SPECIES INTO WETLANDS.

PRIOR TO THE START OF CLEARING AND GRUBBING AND/OR ANY CONSTRUCTION ADJACENT

AREAS. IF THE SEASONAL HIGH GROUND WATER ELEVATION IS NOT SUFFICIENT THE

PRIOR TO FINISH GRADING OF THE WETLAND MITIGATION AREAS, THE NYSDOT REGIONAL
