RECIPROCITY ON REGISTRATION AND OPER-
ATOR'S LICENSES . . . Vermont grants to non-
residents the same reciprocity as granted by the
state of the non-resident on pleasure cars, buses
and trucks (except all motor trucks doing intra-
state operation must register at once]. The same
reciprocity applies to operator's licenses.

SPEED LIMITS . . . The speed limit for pleasure
cars is fifty miles per hour; for all other motor
venicles, forty-five miles per hour. Cities and in-
corporated villages have authority to make special

CARELESS OR NEGLIGENT OPERATORS . . . The
laws of Vermont provide that a motor vehicle shall
not be operated on a public highway in a care-
less or negligent manner, nor in a manner

ACCIDENTS—DUTIES OF OPERATOR . . . The
operator of any motor vehicle involved in an acci-
dent must stop immediately and give his name,
residence, license number and the name of the
owner of the motor vehicle then under his control,
