between the Connecticut River to the East and Lake
Champlain to the West. But its soft wooded hills and roll-
ing farmlands can be deceiving, for Vermont has strength.

And nowhere is that strength better exemplified than in
the Green Mountain Range. Forming a virtually unbroken
mountainous spine from Canada in the North to the Mas-
sachusetis border, the Green Mountains have become a
winter and summer playground for travelers and native
Vermonters alike. It is truly the backbone of Vermont.

Other lesser mountain ridges and monadnocks cover the
length and breadth of America’s 48th most populous state.
Indeed, one quickly realizes that Vermont'’s charm and
enduring magnetism is the happy result of its largely
unsettled landscape, like a green jewel in the Atlantic
Seaboard’s crowded megalopolis.

Vermonters are aware of the importance of the state’s
natural beauty; not only as a major asset to the tourist

life. Vermont is the first state to enact laws eliminating all
off-premise outdoor advertising and it leads the country in
Sforward-thinking environmental protection legisiation.

There is much to be protected.

Nowhere in the world does Nature’s changing of the sea-
sons arrive with more enthusiasm than in Vermont. Four
times each year, the whirl of weather and new activities
turns the minds and hearts of young and old.

There are museums here, and art galleries, theaters,
antique shops, movies and even a state symphony orchesira.
But Vermont is reaily an outdoor state. Outdoors for things
to see — outdoors for things to do.

In spring, the landscape is all pale fuchsia and lavendar
buds; there’s fishing and late spring skiing and early plant-
ing and robins — the air smells clean and good. It’s maple
sap, syrup, sugar tinie.

Summer is unbelievably green — warm days, cool nights,

VERMONT’S BEVERAGE CONTAINER
DEPOSIT LAW

In 1973, Vermont enacted legislation against throw-
away beer and soda containers, primarily as a litter
deterrent. The law mandates a minimum 5-cent deposit
on every beer and soda can or bottle sold in the state.
This legislation has been overwhel gly successful
and roadside litter has been dramatically reduced.

Visitors are urged to cooperate by redeeming these
containers or by giving them to a resident to return if
time does not permit them to do so. Do not "'Dispose of
Properly' by placing in a trash container as you would
at home—they are "money!"" And, of course, please
never dispose of them improperly! Thank you.
