Inn and Tavern, near northern terminus of
Gen. Amherst's Military Road. Site of 1690
stockade, later chimney ruins of French fort,
1795, gave site its name, Tavernand Museum
open late May-mid Oct. State owned.
Bennington — The Bennington Battle Monu-
ment, Vt. 9, in village. 306 ft. stone monolith
built in 1891 to commemorate attack by
America's General John Stark against Gen-
eral Burgoyne's troops during Revolutionary
War. The battle took place on August 16, 1777.
Open daily, March 20-Dec. 1. Adm. State
owned.

Burlington — General Ethan Allen Burial
Place, Colchester Avenue. Cemetery and
marble statue. Battery Park, incity. Scene of
abortive British naval attack on American
fortifications, August 3, 1813.

East Hubbardto — The HubbardtonBattle-
field and Museum, 7miles of f U.S. 4. Visitor's
Reception Center and Museum. Site of Revo-
lutionary battle, July 7,1777. Openlate May-
mid Oct. State owned. Daily except Mon. &
Tues.

Fairfield — President Chester A. Arthur
Birthplace, off Vt. 36 or 108. Reproduction of
original house. 35-acre park. Openmid-June
to Sept.inclusive. Stateowned. Daily except
Mon. & Tues.

Grand Isle — The Hyde Log Cabin, U.S. 2.
Built in 1783. Oldest log cabin in U.S. Open
July 4-Labor Day, daily, 10:30-5. Donations.
State owned.

Isle La Motte — Shrine of Ste. Anne, on West
Shore Rd. Roman Catholic shrine on site of
Vermont's first white settlement, Fort Ste.
Anne, built in 1666.

Montpelier — State House, on State Street.
Present structure dedicated 1859. Doric
exterior, Corinthian interior. 14 carat gold
leaf dome. Open year round: July 1-Labor
Day, seven days a week; after Labor Day-
June 30, Mon.-Fri. State owned.

Orwell — Mount Independence, named for
the Declaration of Independence, site of
Revolutionary War fortifications. Remains
of stockade, fort's foundation, block houses,
gun batteries, hospital, over 3 mi. of trails. 6
mi. west of Orwell, off Vt. 73A. Open late
May-mid Oct. State owned. Daily except
Mon. & rainy days.

Plymouth Notch — President Coolidge
Homestead. Seven restored buildings in-
cluding homestead, birthplace, church,
store. Open late May to mid-October, week-
days and Sundays. Adm.

Reading — “Indian Stones”. Slate markers
erected in 1799 to commemorate birth of
Elizabeth Johnson, born while her parents
were captives of Abnaki Indians. Located
near northeast corner of intersection of Vt.
Rte. 106 & Knapp Brook.

Royalton — Joseph Smith Monument, Vt. 14,
east of village. 38': ft. polished granite shaft
marks birthplace of Mormon prophet and
leader.

Springfield — The Eureka Schoolhouse, on
Vt. 11, between Springfield and Exit 7 of
Interstate 91. 1785 schoolhouse is oldest in
Vermont. Open from late May to mid-Octo-
ber. State owned.

Strafford — Justin Smith Morrill Home-
stead, south of common in village. Home of
father of Acts establishing Land Grant
Colleges. Open late May-mid-Oct. daily
except Mon. State owned.

Townshend — The Scott Covered Bridge
aver the West River, Vi.30. Thelongest single
span bridge of its type in the state. Built in
1870. Length, 165.7 ft. State owned.
Whitingham — Brigham Young Birthplace,
Vt. 8, in village. 14 ft. granite monument.
Windsor — Old Constitution House, U.S
in the town. “The Birthplace of Vermont
Former tavern where Republic of Vermont
declared in 1777. Open daily, late May to
mid-October. Donations. State owned.
Wolcott — The Wolcott Covered Railroad
Bridge, on Vt. 15, approximately two miles
east of Wolcott Village. Last railroad covered
bridge in use in Vermont.

Tired of heavy competition where you fish?
Streamside, you reach into your pocket and
find you are in someone else's — is that your
problem? Then Vermont's great warmwater
and coldwater fishing in beautifully rugged,
rural country may be your answer. With
more than 500 lakes and ponds and some
5,000 miles of fishable streams, it is impos-
sible to overlook a backdrop of lush green
mountains. Most of these clear clean waters
rush toward Lakes Champlain and Mem-
phremagog or the Connecticut River.

For the warmwater angler — big bass
[both largemouth and smallmouth), northern
pike often 10 to 15 poundsorup to 30 pounds,
walleyes like nowhere else in New England
and panfish going to waste. Coldwater spe-
cies include a renewed landlocked salmon
program in many of the large lakes with
brook, brown, rainbow trout, and trophy-
size lake trout rounding out the salmonids.

Hunting Regulations

DEER

Bow & Arrow Season — Begins second Sat-
urday in October, one-half hour before
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset, for 16
consecutive days (either sex deer may be
taken). Special license required.

Regular Season — Begins on a Sat., twelve
days before Thanksgiving, one-halfhourbe-
fore sunrise toone-half hourafter sunset, for
16 consecutive days; antlers not less than 3
inches in length. Deer may be taken with
either firearm or bow and arrow.

In both seasons — deer must be tagged im-
mediately and reported within 48 hours.

OTHER GAME ANIMALS

Black Bear — Determined annually. Only 1
bear per calendar year per person. Bears
must be tagged immediately and reported
within 48 hours.

State Parks
and Forests

Vermont has 34 State Forests and 40 State
Parks, totaling 141,000 acres. Recreational
facilities in both forests and parks are
administered by the Division of Parks. The
Division operates 37 campgrounds contain-
ing approximately 2,200 individual camp-
sites and 16 major state beaches with public
bathhouses. Approximately 4,000 acres in
the State Forests are devoted primarily to
skiing and leased to private operators.
Some of these ski areas, located at |
part on state forest land, are Stowe, Killing-
ton, Burke and Okemo. All forests and parks,
except game refuges and where close to
human concentrations, are open to hunting
aflter October 15th. Many of the forests and
arks have hiking and snowmobile trails.

Camping

All campgrounds have aresident manager,
drinking water and flush toilets. Anindivid-
ual campsite includes a level tent space,
fireplace and table. Most sites will accommo-
date a travel trailer, but there are no special
hookups for utilities in any of the camp-
grounds. However, most campgrounds have
a sanitary station for use by self-contained
camper vehicles. Some of the campgrounds
have Green Mountain lean-tos, which are
roofed shelters closed on three sides and

fully open on the fourth. They have a10'x 13"
wooden floor about 15 inches above the
ground and will accommodate up to five
persons. Forinformation regarding camping
in Vermont State Parks and Forests, write:
Agency of Environmental Conservation,
Department of Forests and Parks, Division
of Parks, Montpelier, Vermont 05602, or the
individual areas listed at right from May 1to
October 15.

General Information

All summer areas open Friday preceding
Memorial Day. Swimming areas close after
Labor Day. Other areas close after Columbus
Day. Day use areas are open 10:00 A.M. to
9:00 P.M. After Labor Day, the areas close at
8:00 P.M.

Fires can be built only in fireplaces or
designated areas. Fuelwood is available in
the campgrounds.

Trees, plants and flowers cannot be cut,
lifted or picked.

All dogs must have rabies vaccination,
and owners will be requested to show evi-
dence of valid vaccination. All pets to be
kept on leash. All pets prohibited in swim-
ming and picnicking areas.
