Slate markers
erected in 1799 to commemorate birth of
Elizabeth Johnson, born while her parents
were captives of Abnaki Indians.

Royalton — Joseph Smith Monument, Vt.
14, east of village. 384 ft. polished granite
shaft marks birthplace of Mormon prophet.
Springfield — The Eureka Schoolhouse and
covered bridge on Vt. 11, between Spring-
field and Exit 7 of Interstate 91. 1785
schoolhouse is oldest in Vermont. Open late
May-mid Oct. State owned.

Stowe — Bloody Brook School House.

Fish & Game
Information

Vermont's great warmwater and coldwater
fishing is in beautifully rugged, rural
country. With more than 500 lakes and
ponds and some 5,000 miles of fishable
streams, it is impossible to overlook a
backdrop of lush green mountains. Most of
these clear clean waters rush toward Lakes
Champlain and Memphremagog or the
Connecticut River.

For the warmwater angler — big bass
(both largemouth and smallmouth), northern
pike often 10 to 15 pounds or up to 30
pounds, walleyes like nowhere else in New
England and panfish going to waste. Cold-
water species include a renewed landlocked
salmon program in many of the large lakes
with brook, brown, rainbow trout, and
trophy-size lake trout rounding out the
salmonids.

DEER

Bow & Arrow Season — Begins second
Saturday in October, one-half hour before
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset, for 18
consecutive days (either sex deer may be
taken). Special license required.

Regular Season — Begins on a Sat., twelve
days before Thanksgiving. one-half hour
before sunrise to one-half hour after sunset,
for 16 consecutive days; antlers not less
than 3 inches in length. Deer may be taken
with either firearm or bow and arrow.

OTHER GAME ANIMALS

Black Bear — Determined annually. Only 1
bear per calendar year per person. Bears
must be tagged immediately and reported
within 48 hours.

Hare & Rabbit — Last Sat. in Sept.-second
Sun. in March inclusive.

Gray Squirrel — Last Sat. in Sept.-last
Thurs. before regular deer season,inclusive.

GAME BIRDS

Partridge (Ruffed Grouse) — Last Sat. in
Sept.-Dec. 31. Limit: 4daily; 8 in possession.
Wild Turkey — Spring and fall seasons.

State Parks

Vermont has 40 state parks including 35
campgrounds and 35 day use areas. All areas
have a resident ranger. Campgrounds offer
leantos and tent sites, and most have flush
toilets. Many have a resident naturalist who
organizes walks, evening programs and a
variety of other activities. Day use areas
have beaches with lifeguard supervision,
picnic sites and toilet and changing facilities.
Many have snack bars. There are also
opportunities for group camping and picnics.

Most areas are open from Memorial Day
through Labor Day weekends. Some camp-
grounds are open earlier or later in the
season. Contact the Montpelier office or the
individual park for specific hours and dates
of operation.

The Department of Forests, Parks and
Recreation manages a total of 157,000 acres
of forest and park land which offers opportu-
nities for hunting, fishing, cross-country
skiing, snowmobiling. hiking and primitive
camping.
