Touring the Green Mountains

Vermont is one of the only places left in an age of destination travel where touring is both practical and
pleasurable. Even if your vacation is based at a destination resort, Vermont's small size invites exploration.

Over the years, it's been called “back-roading” or “shunpiking.” The idea is to depart the high speed, four-
lane highways and become immersed in the countryside and small villages. Vermont's scenic landscape,
picturesque villages, and plentiful history are ideally suited to many styles of touring, by car, motorcycle, bicycle,
motorcoach, canoe, horseback, or on foot. Inn to inn tours are especially popular, however you travel.

When traveling the older roads that wind along the valleys or meander over the mountains, you will enter
a hamlet, village or small town approximately every six or eight miles. These settlements provide convenient
stops for buying fuel or lunch, browsing through the local general store. or exploring local history.

Customs Information

Vermont shares a northern border of 90.3 miles (145
km)* with the Canadian province of Quebec. Before enter-
ing the U.S., all travelers should be prepared to provide proof
of citizenship; travelers other than American or Canadian
must present a passport with a valid tourist Visa; foreign
visitors should be prepared to explain the length and purpose
of their visit.

Among other regulations, importation of plants, fruits
and vegetables into the United States is prohibited. Dogs and
other pets are required to have a veterinarian’s certificate
showing recent vaccination against rabies, and to be free of
other communicable diseases.

Agriculture

Vermont farms contribute to both the pastoral quality
of the landscape and the traveler's dining pleasure. Dairy
products are the mainstay of Vermont's agricultural
economy, with maple syrup, apples, plant nurseries, live-
stock, honey, vegetables and fruits also making significant
contributions.

Weekly farmers’ markets are held in communities
throughout the state from early summer to mid-autumn.
Farmstands dot the roadsides throughout the state as well.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

Vermont Department of Agriculture has available infor-
mation on pick your own fruit and vegetables in season,
perennial and display gardens, cheese companies, apple
and Christmas tree farms, and a pamphlet on sugarhouses
lists where visitors can observe the sugaring process and
buy maple products.

Take home some quality Vermont farm products.

Arts & Crafis

During the summer and fall. Vermont displays a
bumper crop of visual and performing arts. General listings
of Performing Arts information can be found in the
Vermont Traveler's Guidebook. For specific events, con-
sult the seasonal Events Calendars. Also, the Vermont
Council on the Arts, Montpelier, VT 05602, releases a
monthly calendar of sponsored events.

Chester

In addition to the many seasonal Crafts Fairs and
Festivals held throughout the state, two craft centers oper-
ate year round.

The Vermont State Crafts Center at Frog Hollow at
Middlebury was founded in 1971, and established as the
nation's first state craft center by the Governor’s Executive
Order in 1975. The center is open Mon.-Sat. 9:30-5 p.m. A
second Frog Hollow center is located at 85 Church Street
in the Burlington Marketplace. An extensive collection of
Vermont crafts in all media is offered at each shop.

The Vermont State Craft Center at Windsor House
opened May 1976, in the historic town of Windsor. Oper-
ated by Historic Windsor, Inc., an extensive gallery is
located in the restored lobby and mezzanine of Windsor
House, a former 19th century inn built in the Greek Revival
style. Hours are Mon.-Sat., 9-5 p.m., year round; and Sun.
Noon-5 p.m., June-Jan.

Bothcentersare sales galleries for fine Vermont crafts
and hold classes for children and adults, special craft
festivals and rotating exhibits featuring Vermont
craftspeople.

Stowe

Attractions

Mountain slides, mountain rides, scenic journeys on
restored railroads and lake cruises are a sampling of
Vermont's popular attractions. The Green Mountain State
is itself a centerpiece attraction: the pastoral landscape,
19th century villages, and outdoor recreation facilities
have long delighted travelers.

Several well-known attractions are indicated as ‘Points
of Interest” on the map: M . Others are listed in the colorful
Vermont Attractions brochure and in the seasonal Events
Calendars.

Bicycling

Vermont's scenic roads are renown for bicycle tour-
ing. Relatively low volumes of traffic and minimal road-
side litter have also been factors in attracting cyclists to the
Green Mountains.

Extra caution should be taken on mountainous routes
where roads will often be narrow, and on certain, heavily
traveled highways. The Department of Forests, Parks and
Recreation suggests bicyclists use extreme caution on the
following highways:

U.S. 7 -- Between Manchester and Burlington

U.S. 9 -- Between Brattleboro and Bennington

U.S. 4 -- Between Rutland and White River Jet.

U.S. 2 -- Between Montpelier and St. Johnsbury

VT Rte. 100 — While a popular and scenic route, it is
heavily traveled, winding and narrow.

Bicyclists should always wear highly-visible clothing
and travel single file, keeping as far to the right as road
conditions permit. Large groups should separate into smaller
groups of two to four bicyclists, allowing sufficient dis-
tance between these groups for cars to pass safely.

Several professionally-run bicycle touring organiza-
tions operate a variety of trips throughout the state. A
current listing can be found in the Vermont Traveler's
Guidebook.

Boating & Canoeing

In addition to more than 200 miles of shoreline along
Lake Champlain, Vermont has more than 400 lakes and
ponds and several hundred miles of navigable rivers. Boat-
ing of all kinds is popular along New England’s West Coast
and on the state’s larger lakes. Sailboards are increasingly
visible on Green Mountain waters.

Public Boat Launch Areas are indicated by the
symbol £ onthe map. Boaters should note that tickets
will be issued and fines levied for recreational boating from
these sites.

Sanitation Regulations

Itis illegal to discharge sewage into the waters of Lake
Champlain or any other body of water in Vermont. State
law requires any vessel operating in Vermont waters and
having a marine toilet on board to be equipped with a
holding tank. Any optional means of discharging toilet
waste through the hull and into the water must be sealed
shut and any discharge hoses disconnected and stored.
Virtually all the marinas around Lake Champlain provide
pumpout facilities.

Canoeing

Several of Vermont's major rivers provide long
stretches ideal for canoe trips, and certain areas are popular
for whitewater kayaking and rafting during the spring and
early summer.

Rivers accessible to canoeists include the Connecti-
cut, Lamoille, Missisquoi, Winooski, Battenkill, Lemon
Fair and Otter Creek. Overnight campers are advised to
obtain permission in advance from private landowners, and
Vermont law requires permission before building a camp-
fire on private land between April | and November 1, For
other sources of information, listings of guided tours and
inn-to-inn canoe trips, see the Vermont Traveler’s Guide-
book.

Camping

Facilities for camping are available on state and na-
tional forest land, and at privately operated campgrounds.

State Parks

Vermont's 35 state-operated campgrounds provide
more than 2,200 sites for campers. Campsites include a
fireplace and picnic table. Firewood is usually available for
a small charge. Most sites will accommodate an average
size recreation vehicle, but hook-ups for waler, electricity
or sewage are not available. Sanitary dump stations for
RV's are available at most areas.

Primitive Camping

Primitive camping is allowed in the Green Mountain
National Forest. A permit may be required for organized
groups.

Covered Bridges

More than 100 of Vermont's covered bridges are
indicated on this map. Many of these bridges are located off
major routes and provide good reason to explore some of
the less-traveled countryside. The oldest covered bridge in
Vermont is the 1820 Pulp Mill Bridge at Middlebury. The
Scott Covered Bridge in Townshend has the longest single
span. The newest was built at Woodstock in 1969, In recent
years, more than 50 of these bridges have been extensively
repaired or restored, and many are listed on the National
Register of Historic Places.

Ferry Crossings

Auto/passenger ferries operate across Lake Champlain
from four landings in Vermont. The northernmost of these,
running between Grand Isle, VT (C-4) and Cumberland
Head, NY. operates year-round. The Burlington, VT (C-6)
to Port Kent, NY, operates mid-May through late October,
and the Charlotte, VT (C-7) to Essex, NY, operates April
(opening date subject to ice conditions) through November.

Two major hiking trails run along the spine of the
Green Mountains. The approximate route of these trails is
indicated by ... on this map. The Appalachian Trail and
the Long Trail follow the same route from the state’s
southern border to the Sherburne Pass (E-11), where the
Appalachian Trail rns east and the Long Trail continues
north, following the heights of the Green Mountain range to
the Canadian border.

Access to these trails can be found along spur trails, or
where they intersect highways and roads. Shelters are
available at intervals along these trails. Foresters recom-
mend that hikers utilize topographic maps of their route.
The Guidebook to the Long Trail ($9.95 plus $3.25P & H)
and Day Hiker’s Vermont Sampler (free with S.A.S.E.)

Historic Sites & Places

Settlement of Vermont began in earnest shortly before
the American Revolution. The state’s more than 200 years
of history is remarkably accessible through buildings,
battlefields and museums.

State-owned sites include the oldest log cabin in the
United States, the Hyde Log Cabin (1783) at Grand Isle (C-
4). Other state-owned sites include the Bennington Battle
Monument (D-17), the birthplace of President Chester A.
Arthur at Fairfield (E-4), and the family home of President
Calvin Coolidge at Plymouth (F-12). Listings of all state-
owned and maintained historic sites can be found in the
Traveler’s Guidebook.

Seasons

DEER

Bow & Arrow Season -- Begins second Saturday in Octo-
ber, one-half hour before sunrise to one-half hour after
sunset, for 16 consecutive days (either sex deer may be
taken). Special license required. For the nine consecutive
days beginning the next Saturday following the closure of
the regular firearms season, a person may take one deer with
one antlerthree inches or longer, providing he or she did not
take a deer during the October archery season.

Regular Season -- Begins on a Sat., twelve days before
Thanksgiving, one-half hour before sunrise to one-half
hour after sunset, for 16 consecutive days; antlers not less
than 3 inches in length. Deer may be taken with either
firearm or bow and arrow.

Muzzleloader Season -- Begins the first Saturday after the
regular deer season, and continues for nine days. Special
license required.

OTHER GAME ANIMALS

Black Bear -- Determined annually. Only one bear per
calendar year per person. Bears must be tagged immedi-
ately and reported within 48 hours.

Hare & Rabbit -- Last Sat. in Sept.-second Sun. in March,
inclusive.

Gray Squirrel -- Last Sat. in Sept.-Dec. 31.

GAME BIRDS

Partridge (Ruffed Grouse) -- Last Sat. in Sept.-Dec. 31.
Limit: 4 daily; 8 in possession.

Wild Turkey -- Spring and fall seasons.

The famous Shelburne
Museum (C-7) has 37 buildings on 100 acres, and includes
the S8 Ticonderoga, the only remaining sidewheeler steam-
ship in the nation. Other museums exhibit art, wildlife, or
items and demonstrations of historical and scientific inter-
est. Many of these museums are indicated by the ‘Point of
Interest” symbol M on the map side.
