COVERED BRIDGES ™Y

More than 100 of Vermont's covered bridges are indicated on this
map. Many of these bridges are located off major routes and provide
good reason fo explore some of the less-traveled countryside. The oldest
covered bridge in Vermont is the 1820 Pulp Mill Bridge at Middlebury.
The Scott Covered Bridge in Townshend has the longest single span.

The newest was built at Woodstock in 1969. In recent years, more than
50 of these bridges have been extensively repaired or restored, and
many are listed on the National Register of Historic Places.

FERRY CROSSINGS

Auto/passenger ferries operate across Lake Champlain from four
landings in Vermont. The northernmost of these, running between
Gran , VT (C4) and Cumberland Head, NY, operates year-round.
The Burlingten, VT (C-6) to Port Kent, NY, operates mid-May through
mid-October, and the Charlotte, VT (C-7) to Essex, NY, operates April
(opening date subject to ice conditions) to the first week of January. All
the above ferries are operated by the Lake Champlain Transportation
Company, King Street Dock, Burlington, VT 05401. Tel. 802-864-9804.

The southernmost ferry runs between Larrabee’s Point VT (C-10),
and Ticonderoga, N, with continuous seven-minute crossings from
8 a.m. - 8 p.m. during the summer and a shorter schedule in the spring
and fall, Call802-897-7999 for information.

The Appalachian Trail and the Long Trail follow the same route from the
uthern border to the Sherburne Pass (E-11), where the
Appa n Trail turns east and the Long Trail continues north, follow-
ing the heights of the Green Mountain range to the Canadian border.

Seasons

DEER

Bow & Arrow Season — Begins second Saturday in October, one-
half hour before sunrise to one-half hour after sunset, for 23 consecutive
days (either sex deer may be taken). A specia se is required. For the
nine consecutive days beginning the Saturday following the closure of
the regular firearms season, a person may take one deer with one antler
three inches or longer, providing he or she did not take a deer during
the October archery season

Regular Season — Begins on a Saturday, twelve days before
Thanksgiving, one-half hour before sunr one-half hour after sunset,
for 16 consecutive days; antlers not less than 3 inches in length. Deer
may be taken with either firearm or bow and arrow.

Muzzleloader Season — Begins the first Saturday after the regular
deer season, and continues for nine days. Special license required.

Other Game Animals

Black Bear — Determined annually. Only one bear per calendar year
per person. Bears must be tagged immediately and reported within 48
hours.

Hare & Rabbit — Last Sat. in Sept.-second Sun. in March, inclusive.
Gray Squirrel — Last Sat. in Sept.-Dec. 31.

GAME BIRDS

Partridge (Ruffed Grouse) — Last Sat. in Sept.-Dec. 31. Limit: 4
daily; 8 in possession.

Wild Turkey — Spring and fall seasons.

HUNTING IS ALLOWED ON SUNDAYS

Licenses

Hunters applying for a Vermont license for the first time must show
a previous or current license from any state or province, or present a
valid certificate showing completion of an approved hunter safety
course. Licenses are valid for the calendar year. Applications are avail-
able at some Town or City Clerks’ Offices and many sporting goods
stores, or by writing the Fish and Wildlife Dept. Fees for 1995 and 1996:

LODGING

The famous Shelburne Museum (C-7) has 37 buildings on 45 acres, and
includes the 55 Ticonderoga, the only remaining sidewheeler steamship
in the nation. Other museums e t art, wildlife, or items and demon-
strations of historical and scien terest. Many of these museums are
indicated by the ‘Point of Inter mbol M on the map side.
